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Inundation modeling for the San Juan Islands has been
completed by PMEL in January 2014.

Focus groups are being scheduled and an official inundation map is
in preparation for publication by Washington DNR.

* An update to the 2010-11 remodeling of the SW Washington Coast is
currently underway by PMEL due to issues with an NGDC-created
DEM. These results are highly anticipated by local communities.

The Washington State-Local Tsunami Workgroup met
quarterly to coordinate education & outreach efforts,
assess siren testing protocols, and evaluated exercise " T ooms
response procedures through the PACIFEX series.

The City of Hoquiam and the Makah Indian Tribe are in
the process of completing TsunamiReady requirements for
recognition in the near future.
